Tip of the Mitt Watershed Council hosts Rain Barrel Sale
Tip of the Mitt Watershed Council is hosting a Rain Barrel Sale from now until August 1st. This year they are offering two environmentally friendly recycled rain barrels – plastic or wooden. The plastic rain barrels are made from imported food grade pickle or olive barrels. The plastic rain barrels are 39" tall with a 23" diameter and hold approximately 60 gallons. All plastic rain barrels are coated with a UV polish to protect the barrel and prevent fading. The wooden rain barrels are made from recycled white oak whiskey barrels. They are 35” tall with a 24” diameter and hold approximately 55 gallons. Both barrels are on display at Tip of the Mitt Watershed Council’s office at 426 Bay Street, across from the Perry Hotel, downtown Petoskey. 
A rain barrel collects and stores rainwater from your rooftop which can be used for a variety of non-potable uses including watering your indoor plants and outdoor landscaping. Using collected rainwater for this purpose allows the water to infiltrate slower into the ground to replenish ground water rather than flowing quickly as surface runoff into storm drains. A gutter system is not required to use a rain barrel. They can be placed under an eave or in an open space that is not near a source of water. Using a rain barrel is a great first step to healthier lakes and streams in Northern Michigan.

Rain barrels will be available for purchase from the Watershed Council until August 1st. Plastic rain barrels can be delivered anywhere in the United States and will arrive within 2 weeks of your order being placed. Due to the weight of the wooden rain barrels (150 lbs.), they will be delivered within 30 miles of the Watershed Council office for a $30 fee.
