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Understanding the Depths of Deep Injections Wells - Workshop May 20
PETOSKEY, MI – Compared with other methods available for disposal of waste, subsurface injection is perhaps the least understood. In order to protect Northern Michigan water resources, Tip of the Mitt Watershed Council is hosting an educational workshop to provide the public with the ins and outs of deep well injection. 

The workshop “Understanding the Depths of Deep Injection Wells” will be Thursday, May 20, 2010 from 3:00 – 7:00 pm at the Library Conference Room of the North Central Michigan College.  

The Watershed Council is bringing in experts from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s Underground Injection Control Program, the Michigan Department of Natural Resources and Environment Office of Geological Survey, and the Michigan Basin Core Research Laboratory. The intent is that elected officials and the public will gain valuable knowledge and resources which will help them effectively participate in public processes regarding proposed injection wells and ensure protection of our valuable water resources. 

Topics that will be covered at the workshop include: 

· the general geology of Northern Michigan

· what injection wells are and what they are designed to do

· the various classes of injection wells

· state and federal regulations for injection wells

· the history of injection wells in Michigan 

· how permit applications are evaluated

· how to effectively participate in the public process

· risks associated with injection wells. 


This workshop is intended for Municipal Staff, Government Officials, Local and County Planning Commissioners, Environmental and Conservation Organizations, Lake Associations, Business and Tourism Representatives, and the General Public.
