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Tip of the Mitt Watershed Council hosts “Wednesdays on the Water” Tours
Whether you want to take a tour by kayak, car, or bike, Tip of the Mitt Watershed Council offers something for everyone in their “Wednesdays on the Water” tour series. On July 15, from 10:00am to noon, Valerie-Olinik Damstra will host a pleasant paddle through the peaceful waters of Susan Lake, one of the small “gem” lakes of Charlevoix County. Explore the beautiful quiet waters of the lake as well as potentially observe the bald eagle and a variety of other wildlife. 
On July 29, from 10:00am to 2:00pm, Kevin Cronk will host an Aquatic Invasive Species Driving Tour that will journey from Petoskey in a northeasterly direction to view and talk about the ecology and impacts of several of the more common aquatic species. You will also learn about management and control efforts. 
On August 5, from 9:00am to 1:00pm, take a tour of Little Traverse Bay by bicycle. Starting at Spring Lake Park, a 6-mile ride will take us across a major watershed divide, through geologic shoreline formations, and into a discussion of water quality and watershed protection as we pass the largest urban area on the Bay, and end at the newly re-opened East Park near Bay Harbor. The hardy riders can return along the same route, but we will have a truck available to transport those who do not wish to pedal back. You will need your own bike and bike helmet. 
Tours are $20 for Tip of the Mitt Watershed Council members and $25 for non-members. Pre-registration is required for all tours. Trips are limited to 15 people.
